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Applicable to Freshmen Admitted in the 114th Academic Year of Chung Shan Medical University
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[ Instructions for Selecting General Education Courses )
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The total number of credits required for general education courses is 20 credits. Students must complete all
required credits before they can apply for graduation.The curriculum is divided into two main categories: "
Foundation of University Education " courses and "Liberal Arts General Education” courses. The principles for
taking these courses are as follows:
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"Fundamental General Education” Courses: Required, totaling 6 credits. These courses include " Multiculturalism
and Languages," " Programming Language," " Foundation of University Education," and "Service Learning."
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Multiculturalism and Languages: Required, 2 credits.
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Programming Language: Required, 2 credits, to be taken in the first year. However, students in the

Medical Informatics Department are an exception and must instead take an additional 2 credits in
"Liberal Arts General Education" courses.
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Foundation of University Education: Required, 1 credit, to be taken in the first year
(first semester course).
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Service Learning: Required, 1 credit, with a total of 18 hours, preferably to be
completed 1n the first year. This includes 8 hours of "Departmental Professional

Service," 2 hours of "Service Learning Seminars," and 8 hours of "On-Campus and
Off-Campus Volunteer Service Learning."
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Liberal Arts General Education" Courses: Required, totaling 14 credits (16 credits for
students 1n the Medical Informatics Department). This includes four major areas: the
Arts and Literature Domain, the Social Sciences Domain, the Medical Humanities
Domain, and the Science and Technology Domain. Students must take at least 2 credits
in each domain.
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Important Notes: :
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General Education Courses in Each Domain: If there are no restrictions specified for
elective courses, they are open to all students in the university.
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Credits for General Education Courses: The credits for general education courses are
counted towards the minimum graduation credits required for students. Whether extra credits
or non-eligible general education course credits can be counted as elective credits will be
determined by the student’s department at the time of graduation.
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General Rule: A "V" in the table indicates the semester in which the course is offered.
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Special Cases: For compulsory courses offered throughout the academic year, the

symbol " I " 1n the table indicates the semester and the number of credits.
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Changes 1n Teaching Staff: Any changes in teaching staff will be based on the actual

mstructors for that academic year.
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Course Schedule and Changes in Courses Offered in Each Domain: Any changes
(additions or deletions) to the course schedule or the courses offered in each domain will
be based on the latest announcements and revisions.
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National Defense General Education Courses: These are elective and do not count
towards the general education graduation credits.
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e Important Notes(a)From the academic year 2010 (99th academic year), there are no grade
level restrictions for subjects in the National Defense General Education domain.(b)In
response to the revised "Implementation Guidelines for Substituting Military Training



Courses for Military Service," the course title must include "Military Training" for the
course to count towards military service reduction.(c) Each course must be completed with
a passing grade to qualify for a reduction in military service time. The relevant service
reduction 1s managed according to the "Implementation Guidelines for Reducing Regular
Military Service Time with National Defense Education and Military Training Courses"”
(which includes five courses: National Defense Education and Military Training Courses —
International Situations, The Defense Doctrine, All-people Defense, Defense Mobilization,
and National Defense Science and Technology). Courses cannot be repeated.
